Directions to New Beginnings 
 

New Beginnings is in the Community Center at the 
main entrance of Westminster Village Apartments 
located on Pawtucket Blvd in Lowell, MA on the 
Lowell/Tyngsboro line. The Community Center is the 
building next to the “Village Variety Convenient Store”. 
The site is handicapped accessible. 
 

From Rt. 133S and Rt. 38N 
•       Take Rt. 133S to the end, Rt. 38. 
•       Take a right onto Rt. 38N. 
•       Go through two lights to cross the Merrimack River 

by the Hunts Falls Bridge. 
•       Go around the rotary to the exit “Lowell”. This is 

Pawtucket Blvd. 
 

From Rt. 3 
•       Use exit 32 “Rt. 4 Westford/North Chelmsford” 
•       Go around the rotary to the exit marked as “Drum 

Hill Road”. Rt. 3 will now be on your left. 
•       Pass the retail district through 2 lights. 
•       At the 3rd light, the road splits. Take the left. This 

is Wood St. 
•       Go straight through next 2 lights and across the 

Rourke (O’Donnell) Bridge. 
•       At the end of the bridge, at the light, go left, pass a 

bowling ally. This is Pawtucket Blvd. 
 

From Rt. 495 
•       Take Rt. 3N exit and follow directions from Rt. 3.
